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NOTABLE STORYLINES

-The Browns had four players selected to the Pro Bowl last season. G Joel Bi-
tonio, DE Myles Garrett, WR Jerry Jeudy and CB Denzel Ward were all selected

with Garrett and Jeudy voted as starters. It marked Bitonio’s seventh consec-

utive Pro Bowl, the fourth-most in Browns history. It was Garrett’s sixth Pro
Bowl selection, the most by a Browns defensive player. Ward was selected to
his fourth career Pro Bowl, while the honor was the first for Jeudy.

- This offseasan, Browns signed QB Joe Flacco, who spent a portion of the
2023 season with the club. That season, Flacco went 4-1 as a starter, while
becoming the first player in Browns history to throw for 300 yards in four
consecutive games en route to being named the NFL Comeback Player of
the Year. Entering his 18th NFL season, Flacco has recorded a 105-86 (.550)
career record as a starter. The Browns also traded for B Kenny Pickett.
Pickett is 15-10 (.600) as a starter and has engineered seven career
game-winning drives. The 2022 first-round pick spent last season with the
Super Bowl champion Philadelphia Eagles. During the 2025 NFL Draft the
Browns selected (B Dillon Gabriel in the third round and QB Shedeur Sanders
in the fifth. Gabriel was named the 2024 Big Ten Offensive Player of the Year
at Oregon, while Sanders was named the 2024 Big 12 Offensive Player of the
Year at Colorado.

- DE Myles Garrett led the NFL with 22 tackles-for-a-loss and finished second
in the league with 14 sacks last season. Garrett became the first player in
NFL history to record at least 14 sacks in four consecutive seasons. He joined
Hall of Famer Lawrence Taylor as the only NFL players to record at least 12
sacks in five consecutive seasons. Garrett is the only NFL player to record at
least 10 sacks in each of the past seven seasons (2018-24).

-\WR Jerry Jeudy led the team last season with career highs in receptions
(90 and receiving yards (1,229), while adding four touchdowns. Jeudy’s 30
receptions set a single-season a franchise record and his 1,229 receiving
yards were the fifth-most. Jeudy joined Amari Cooper (1,160 in 2022) and
Odell Beckham Jr. (1,035 in 2019) as the only players in Browns history to
record 1,000 receiving yards in their first season with the team.

- B Denzel Ward led the NFL last season with 19 passes defensed, while
adding two interceptions. His 19 passes defensed marked a career high. He
is the only NFL player to record at least 10 passes defensed and two inter-
ceptions in each of the past seven seasons (2018-2L). Since entering the
league as a first-round pick in 2018, Ward is first in the NFL with 95 passes
defensed. He was named the Browns 2024 Walter Payton Man of the Year.

- TE David Njoku led the team with five receiving touchdowns last year,

while adding 64 receptions for 505 yards. He passed WR Gary Collins for the
second-most receptions in Browns history. Njoku only trails Pro Foothall Hall
of Famer Ozzie Newsome on the team’s all-time receptions list. Njoku has 30

career receiving touchdowns, the most by a Brown since the team’s return in
1999 and the seventh-most in team history.

« P Corey Bojorquez led the NFLin punts inside the 10-yard line (16) and
finished third in punts inside the 20-yard line (36) in 2024. Bojorquez set a
franchise record with 36 punts inside the 20 last season. He finished the
season with a 49.3 punt average and a 41.8 net punting average, both figures
were the second-most by a Brown in a season.

BROWNS HEAD COACH KEVIN STEFANSKI

Head Coach Kevin Stefanski became the 18th
full-time head coach in franchise history on
January 13, 2020. In Stefanski's five years,
the Browns are 40-44 [476), The two-time
Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year led
the Browns to two postseason appearances
and two 1l-win seasons becoming the second
coach in club history to record multiple
seasons with at least 11 regular season wins (Paul Brown, 1951 and 1953). In
his first season, he led the club to their first playoff appearance since 2002 and
first playoff victory in 26 years, earning him his first AP Coach of the Year. Prior
to Cleveland, Stefanski spent 14 seasons with the Minnesota Vikings in various
roles. Stefanski joined the Vikings in 2006 as an assistant to the head coach,
assistant quarterbacks coach (2009-13), tight ends (2014-15) and lone season
(2016) coaching running backs. From 2017-18, he coached the quarterbacks and
added the role of interim offensive coordinator for the final three games in
2018 before heing named the team’s offensive coordinator in 2019. Stefanski
played defensive back at University of Pennsylvania, where he recorded 49
tackles, a forced fumble and one fumble recovery in 10 games played.

PANTHERS HEAD COACH DAVE CANALES

Dave Canales was appointed the 7th head coach
of the Panthers franchise on Jan. 2b, 2024. He
began his NFL coaching career with the Seattle
Seahawks, first serving as a offensive quality
control coach (2010-12) before a rising to
assistant quarterbacks coach (2013-14), wide
receivers coach (2015-17), quarterbacks coach
(2018-19, 2022) and pass game coordinator
(2020-21). As the quarterbacks coach, Canales helped QB Geno Smith to his
first Pro Bowl selection and receiving Comeback Player of the Year from the
PFWA and Associated Press. Canales joined the Tampa Bay Buccaneers as the
offensive coordinatorin 2023, where multiple offensive players set career-highs
en route to a division win and an appearance in the NFC Divisional Round. Under
Canales, OB Baker Mayfield set career-highs in yards (4,044), touchdowns (28],
completions (364) and completion percentage (64.3%).

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HEAD COACH KEVIN STEFANSKI

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS

- Stefanski has led the team to two postseason appearances and two 11-win
seasons. He joined Pro Foothall Hall of Famer Paul Brown (1951 and 1953] as
the only coaches in team history to record multiple seasons with at least 11
regular season wins.

- Stefanski became the 16th coach to win the Associated Press NFL Coach of the
Year award multiple times since its inception in 1957. Stefanski won the honors
in 2020 and 2023 and joined Forrest Gregg (1976) as the only Browns coaches
to win the award.

+ During the Browns 78-year history, the team has surpassed 6,000 scrimmage
yards in a single season just seven times, but have reached the mark in four
seasons under Stefanski. Since 2020, the Browns are fifth in the NFL with an
average of 130.5 rushing yards per game.

- Stefanski has recorded a 2616 (.619) record at Huntington Bank Field, while
not recording a losing record at home in any season. The Browns finished 8-1 at
home in 2023, a team record for wins at home.

- In his first season with the Browns, Stefanski led the team to its first playoff
appearance since 2002 and first playoff victory in 26 years. He notched the
most wins (11) by a first-year Browns head coach since Paul Brown had 12 in
the team’s inaugural season in 1946. Stefanski’s 11 regular season wins were
the most by a first-year head coach in 2020 and marked just the 11th time since
1970 a first-year coach has won 11 or more games. Stefanski was named the
NFL Coach of the Year.

BUBBA VENTRONE | ASSISTANT HEAD COACH/SPECIAL TEAMS COORDINATOR

Ventrone brings 20 years of coaching and playing experience in the NFL with experience in two Super Bowls. The Pittsburgh, Pa.
native joined the Browns ahead of the 2023 season and aided a special teams unit that set several franchise records including 33
made field goals and a 49.4-yard punt average and three blocked field goals. Ahead of his time in Cleveland, Ventrone spent five
seasons with the Indianapolis Colts guiding the unit to a top-10 finish in his last three seasons. As an assistant special teams
coach with the New England Patriots from 2015-17, he was a member of the Super Bowl LI winning team.

JIM SCHWARTZ | DEFENSIVE COORDINATOR

Schwartz is in his 17th season as an NFL defensive coordinator and his second with the Cleveland Browns. In his first season
with the Browns, Schwartz won NFL Assistant Coach of the Year after coaching the defense to several NFl-leading categories
including total defense (270.2 yards per game), passing defense (164.7 yards per game), third down percentage (67-0f-230 for
£9.1 percent) and first downs allowed (253). Ahead of his time in Cleveland, Schwartz was a defensive coordinator with the
Philadelphia Eagles (2016-20), winning Super Bowl LII, Buffalo Bills (2014) and Tennessee Titans (2001-08). The Baltimore, M.
native served as the head coach of the Detroit Lions from 2003-13, coaching the team to a 10-6 season in 2011 and a playoff
berth for the first time since 1999.

TOMMY REES | OFFENSIVE COORDINATOR

Rees joined the Browns staff as tight ends/pass game specialist in 202L and was hired as offensive coordinator in 2025. Rees spent
the 2023 season as Alabama’s offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach, helping the Crimson Tide win the SEC Championship
Game and advance to the College Foothall Playoffs. Prior to Alabama, Rees spent six seasons as a coach at Notre Dame (2017-22),
first coaching the quarterbacks and adding the role as offensive coordinator in 2020. In three years as Notre Dame’s offensive
coordinator, the team averaged more than 30 points per game each year and advanced to the College Foothall Playoffs in 2020
after posting an undefeated regular season.

CHAD 0’SHEA | PASS GAME COORDINATOR/WIDE RECEIVERS

0'Shea joined the Browns in 2020 and is in his 22nd NFL season, winning 12 division titles, five conference championships and
three Super Bowls (XLIX, LT and LIII). The Browns' offense saw Amari Cooper post back-to-back 1,000-yard seasons in 2022,

the first Brown to do so. In his first season, 0'Shea aided the offense to 408 points, the second most in franchise history.
Previously, the Houston, Texas native spent the 2019 season as the offensive coordinator for the Miami Dolphins and 2019-18 as
the New England Patriots wide receivers coach.
