QUICK HITS

X Winners of three straight games, the Baltimore Ravens (4-5)
face the Cleveland Browns (2-7) in a 4:25 p.m. AFC North battle
at Huntington Bank Field. This marks the Ravens' third-straight
road contest (27-19 victory at Min. last Sunday & 28-6 win at Mia.
on Oct. 30), while Cleveland is looking to snap a two-game skid
(27-20 loss at NYJ last Sunday & 32-13 defeat at NE on Oct. 26).

X Baltimore is 38-15 all time vs. the Browns, with a 27-8 record under
head coach John Harbaugh that includes a 41-17 win in Week 2
this season. Under Harbaugh, the Ravens are 12-5 in Cleveland,
where the Browns have won three of the past four meetings.

X Harbaugh (18th season) is the NFL's second-longest-tenured
head coach (Mike Tomlin - 19), with his 189 total victories ranking
as the 13th most in NFL history. Harbaugh has led Baltimore to
12 playoff berths in the past 17 seasons and to six postseason
appearances in the last seven years (including three straight).

X With two-time league MVP QB Lamar Jackson as its starter, the
Ravens own a 73-27 regular season record (.730 win %), with his
13 victories ranking as the fourth most in NFL history by a QB in
the first 100 starts of a career. In six games this season, Jackson
has thrown 15 TDs and just 1 INT for a league-best 127.1 rating.

X Behind a smothering defensive effort that produced 12 QB hits
& 13 PD, Baltimore prevailed over Minnesota last Sunday, 27-19.
The Ravens forced 3 TOs (2 INTs — S Malaki Starks & CB Marlon
Humphrey & 1 ST FR — S Keondre Jackson), while also limiting
the Vikings to 3-of-14 on third down and 2-of-5 on fourth down. On
offense, QB Lamar Jackson was an efficient 17-0f-29 passing for
176 yards, 1 TD (TE Mark Andrews) and 0 INTs, while RB Derrick
Henry produced 75 of Baltimore's 152 rushing yards.

John Harbaugh has led the Ravens to a playoff berth in 12 (2008-12, 2014, 2018-20 & 2022-24) of his 18 seasons at the helm, and in
2012, captured the franchise’s second Super Bowl title. In 2019, Coach Harbaugh became the first Ravens coach ever to win the

Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year Award. He was also a finalist for the award in 2023.

X Harbaugh owns the most road playoff wins (eight) by a head
coach in NFL history. Tom Landry (Dal.) and Tom Coughlin (Jax./

BALTIMORE'S HISTORIC 2024 OFFENSE

With 4,035 passing yards and 3,189 rushing yards, Baltimore
became the firstteam in NFL history with 4,000 yards through
the air and 3,000 yards on the ground in a single season.

Baltimore’s franchise-record 7,224 total yards of offense are
the third most in NFL single-season history, trailing only the
2011 Saints (7,474) and 2013 Broncos (7,317).

Baltimore (41 & 21) became the first team in NFL single-
season history to score 40+ passing TDs & 20+ rushing TDs.
Baltimore's league-best 6.85 yards per play in 2024 stands

as the third-highest single-season average in NFL history,
trailing only the 2000 Rams (6.98) and 1954 Rams (6.89).

Baltimore's 5.76 yards-per-rush average is the best mark in
NFL single-season history (1963 Browns at 5.74 are No. 2).

The Ravens scored 65 total TDs (41 pass, 21 rush, 2 INT
returns & 1 own FR), besting the previous franchise mark of
64 from their 2019 campaign.

X Jackson (2) is the 11th player in NFL history to win multiple MVP honors, joining Peyton Manning (5), Aaron Rodgers (4), Tom Brady
(3), Jim Brown (3), Brett Favre (3), Johnny Unitas (3), Patrick Mahomes (2), Joe Montana (2), Kurt Warner (2) & Steve Young (2).

X Only Jackson, Mahomes, Favre & Brown have been named league MVP multiple times at age 27 or younger.

X Jackson tallied 4,499 total yards, racking up a then-career high
3,678 through the air, to go with a career-best 67.2% completion
rate and the NFL's No. 4 passerrating (102.7). He posted a QB-high
821 rushing yards for a league-best 5.5 yards-per-carry average
and led his team in passing and rushing an NFL-high seven times.

X Jackson became the fifth player in NFL history (Josh Allen,
Daunte Culpepper, Cam Newton & Dak Prescott) to post 100+
pass TDs and 25+ rush TDs within the first six years of a career.

X Jackson produced the sixth season (also Kyler Murray in 2020,
Jackson in 2019, Russell Wilson in 2014, Robert Griffin IIl in 2012
& Randall Cunningham in 1990) in NFL history of at least 3,000
passing yards and 800 rushing yards. He's the only player in NFL
history to tally multiple such seasons.

X Jackson recorded his third-career 800-yard rushing season,
breaking a tie with Michael Vick (two) for the most such seasons
by a QB in NFL history.

X Jackson became the fourth (also Michael Vick, Russell Wilson
& Cam Newton) and fastest (82 games) QB in NFL history to reach
5,000 career rushing yards.

X In the 2023 Divisional Round vs. Hou., Jackson recorded his
third-career 100-yard rushing outing in the playoffs, breaking a tie
with QB Colin Kaepernick for the most such playoff performances
by a QB in NFL history. He also became the first player in NFL
history to reach the following marks in any game: 100+ rushing
yards, 100.0+ passer rating, 2+ passing TDs, 2+ rushing TDs.

X In a Week 17 win vs. Mia., Jackson completed 18-0f-21 passes
(85.7%) for 321 yards and 5 TDs, posting a perfect passer rating
(158.3) for the third time in his career. He became the second QB in
NFL history (also Ben Roethlisberger) to produce multiple outings
(also 9/8/19 at Mia.) with a perfect passer rating and at least 5
passing TDs. His then-three career games with a perfect passer
rating (min. 15 pass att.) tied (with Tom Brady, Peyton Manning,
Ben Roethlisberger & Kurt Warner) for the NFL's most ever.

X In a Week 14 victory vs. LAR, Jackson became the first QB in
NFL history with multiple performances of at least 300 passing
yards, 3 passing TDs and 70 rushing yards (also 9/18/22 vs. Mia.).

X1InaWeek7victory vs. Det., Jackson completed 21-of-27 passes
for 357 yards and 3 TDs, while adding 9 carries for 36 yards and
1 TD, en route to earning his 50th-career victory as the starter.
He became the fourth-fastest starting QB in the Super Bowl Era
(since 1966) to reach 50 wins, doing so in his 68th-career start.
Only Ken Stabler (62), Patrick Mahomes (63), Tom Brady (65) and
Roger Staubach (67) reached 50 wins as a starter faster.

X In Week 3 vs. Ind., Jackson recorded his second-career
performance of at least 200 passing yards, 100 rushing yards and
2 rushing TDs. He owns the only two such single-game outputs
reaching these marks in NFL history. Additionally, Jackson posted
his third-career game with at least 100 rushing yards and multiple
rushing TDs. There have only been nine such performances since
the merger, and Jackson is the only player with multiple.

X Jackson became the only @B in NFL history to produce at least
3,000 passing yards and 1,000 rushing yards in a season. (He had
3,127 passing & 1,206 rushing.)

X Jackson was responsible for an NFL-best 43 total TDs
(36 passing & 7 rushing). His 36 TD passes and 9.0 passing TD
percentage each led the NFL and then stood as the most in
franchise single-season history.

X Jackson rushed for 1,206 yards, marking the most by a QB in
NFL single-season history. He also produced the NFL's QB single-
season record for most 100-yard rushing games (five).

X Jackson (36/7) became the third QB in NFL history with at least
35 pass TDs & 7 rush TDs. Steve Young (1994), Cam Newton (2015)
and Josh Allen (2020 & 2022) have also accomplished this feat.

X In his final eight games, Jackson threw 25 TDs and 1 INT,
completing 69.4% of his passes for 1,477 yards and a 130.3 rating.
He tallied 630 rushing yards & 4 rush TDs.

X In the 2019 Divisional Playoff vs. Ten., Jackson became the first
player in NFL history with at least 350 passing yards (365) and 100
rushing yards (143) in any game.

X Ina Week 15 win vs. NYJ, Jackson rushed for at least 85 yards,
while throwing for 5 TDs for the second time in his career. (He also
did this on 11/25/19 at LAR.) Cam Newton is the only other player
in NFL history to accomplish the 85 rushing yards/5 passing TDs
featin a game, doing so once in 2015.

X Jackson posted two perfect passer ratings (at Cin. & Mia.),
making him one of two QBs in NFL history (Ben Roethlisberger,
2007) to attain the 158.3 mark twice in a season. His 113.3 overall
passer rating ranked No. 3 in the NFL and then stood as a
franchise single-season record.

X InWeeks 11 (vs. Hou.) and 12 (at LAR), Jackson became the first
NFL player ever to throw at least 4 passing TDs and post at least
50 rush yards in back-to-back games.

X In a Week 6 victory over Cincinnati, Jackson became the first
player ever to pass for 200 yards (236) and rush for 150 yards (152)
in a regular season game. (Colin Kaepernick also accomplished
this feat in a 2013 playoff game.)
