2025 SEASON REVIEW

SEASON STORYLINES

- DE Myles Garrett set the NFL single-season sack record with 23.0. Garrett led
the NFL this season in sacks (23] and tackles for a loss (33). Garrett became
the first player in NFL history to record at least 12 sacks in six consecutive
seasons (2020-25) and he is the only NFL player to record at least 10 sacks in
each of the past eight seasons (2018-25). During the season, Garrett (124.5)
passed Reggie White (108) for the most sacks by a player under the age of
30. He is currently tied with Dwight Freeney (125.5) for 20th place on the NFL
career sacks list. Garrett also earned his seventh career All-Pro selection and
fifth time with first team honors.

- The Browns finished fourth in the NFL in total defense, allowing just 283.6
yards per game. The team finished third in pass defense (167.2 yards per
game) and 16th in run defense (116.4 yards per game). The Browns haven't
allowed a 300-yard passer in 45 consecutive games, the longest active streak
inthe NFL and the longest streak by any NFL team since the Colts went 52
games from 2005-08. The Browns also led the NFL with 117 tackles for a loss
and finished third with 53 sacks. The club’s 53 sacks were the most all-time
by a Browns team in a season.

+ Two Browns were selected for the 2026 Pro Bowl Games. DE Myles Garrett
and CB Denzel Ward were selected with Garrett being voted as a starter.
Garrett was selected to his seventh Pro Bowl, the most by a Browns defensive
player and is tied for the fourth-most in team history. Ward was selected to
his fifth career Pro Bowl as he passed Frank Minnifield (four) for the most Pro
Bowl selections by a Browns corner.

- All seven members of the Browns 2025 draft class have made a significant
impact this season:

+ First round pick DT Mason Graham recorded 49 tackles, half of a
sack, seven tackles for loss and four passes defensed. His seven
tackles for a loss were second among all rookie defensive tackles
this season and tied for sixth among all NFL rookies.

- Second round pick LB Carson Schwesinger led the team with 146
tackles, while adding two interceptions, 2.5 sacks and 11 tackles
for a loss. He led all NFL rookies in tackles and tackles for a loss and
tied for third in interceptions. Schwesinger has recorded dou-
ble-digit tackles in seven games this season, including a stretch of
six consecutive games, the longest streak in the NFL this season.
He was the only NFL linebacker with at least 11 TFLs and two inter-
ceptions this season. His 146 tackles were the most by a Browns
rookie since the team’s return in 1999, Schwesinger was named the
NFL Defensive Rookie of the Month for November.



SEASON STORYLINES

- Second round pick RB Quinshon Judkins led the team with 827
rushing yards and seven rushing scores. Earlier this year, he became
the first Browns player ever to record at least 70 scrimmage yards
in each of their first four career games. Despite missing three
games this season, he finished third among all NFL rookies in rush-
ing yards and tied for fourth in rushing touchdowns. Judkins
became the first Browns rookie with multiple games with at least
two scrimmage touchdowns since RB Nick Chubb in 2018. Judking’
827 rushing yards were the fifth-most by a Browns rookie in a
season.

- Third round pick TE Harold Fannin Jr. led the Browns with 72
receptions, the most ever by any Browns rookie. He finished second
among all NFL rookies in receptions, tied for second in receiving
touchdowns (six) and is fourth in receiving yards (731). His 731
receiving yards were the most by a Browns rookie TE and the fifth
most by any Browns rookie. He recorded seven total touchdowns
(six receiving and one rushing), tied for the third-most ever by a
Browns tight end in a season. Fannin recorded eight receptions for
114 yards vs. Tennessee (12/7) and joined 0zzie Newsome (124

on Nov. 5,1978) as the only rookie tight ends in Browns history to
record 100 yards receiving in a game.

- Insix starts, third round pick QB Dillon Gabriel registered seven
touchdown passes and two interceptions. He began his career with
121 passing attempts without throwing an interception until throw-
ing his first in the third quarter at New England (10/26).

- Fourth round pick RB Dylan Sampson recorded 175 rushing yards
and 271 receiving yards with two touchdowns. His 66-yard touch
down catch at Las Vegas (11/23) was the Browns longest play of the
season.

- Fifth round pick QB Shedeur Sanders became the first Browns
rookie (B to win his debut start since Eric Zeier in 1995. Sanders
completed 23 of 42 passes for 364 yards with three touchdowns
and one rushing score vs. Tennessee (12/7) and joined Joe Burrow
(Week 7,2020) as the only rookie quarterbacks in NFL history with
least 350 passing yards, three touchdown passes and one rushing
touchdown in a single game. Sanders’ 364 passing yards were the
most by a rookie in a game in 2025.

- CB Denzel Ward recorded 39 tackles, one interception and nine passes de-
fensed this season. The five-time Pro Bowler has 10 career passes defensed,
the most by any player in the NFL since 2018. He is one of just five active
players with at least 100 career passes defensed.

- CB Tyson Campbell joined the Browns via trade prior to Week 6. In 12 games
with the Browns, he recorded 52 tackles, one interception (returned for a
touchdown), 12 passes defensed and one forced fumble. He finished tied for

third in the NFL this season with 18 passes defensed.

- 6 Joel Bitonio was the only offensive player to start every game for the
Browns in 2025. His 178 career games played are the ninth-most in Browns
history. His 118 career starts are the most by a Brown since the team returned
in 1999. Bitonio has heen selected to seven career Pro Bowls.

+ LB Devin Bush finished the season with two defensive scores and set a
career high in tackles (124) and interceptions (three). He was the only player
inthe NFLin 2025 to return two interceptions for touchdowns. His 97-yard
return at Cincinnati (1/4) was the second-longest return in the league in 2025
and tied for the fourth-longest return in Browns history.

- K Andre Szmyt finished the season 24 of 27 on field goal attempts and 25 of
26 on PATs. He converted on his final 14 field goal attempts. He connected on
two game-winning goals as time expired, a 55-yarder vs. Green Bay (3/21) and
a U9-yarder at Cincinnati (1/4).
